A. Active Participle / Present Participle.

Active Participle atau Present Participle adalah kata kerja bentuk – ing.

FUNGSI ACTIVE/PRESENT PARTICIPLE :

1. Sebagai Noun Modifier ( Keterangan Kata Benda ).


a). Active Participle sebelum Noun (Kt.Benda )



Contoh: 

1. A crying child came to me.

2. That singing bird is a “Murai”.

Catatan:

1. A crying child is a child who is/was crying.

2. That singing bird is a bird which is/was singing.

b). Active Participle phrases sesudah Noun (Kt.Benda)


Contoh:

1. The boy riding that motorcycle is my brother.

2. The officer standing on that ship was captain Smith.

2. Sebagai Keterangan Clause ( Clause Modifier ).


Menunjukkan bahwa 2 ( dua ) kegiatan dilakukan 

secara bersamaan / dalam waktu bersamaan.

Contoh:

1. Shouting, he kicked the door = While he was shouting he kicked the door.

2. Walking to school, I often meet him = While I was walking to school I often meet him.

3. Untuk membentuk Continuous Tense / Progressive 

    Tense.


Contoh:

1. He is working now.

2. We are doing our homework.

4. Sesudah kata kerja yang berhubungan dengan panca indera ( Verbs of perceptions) : see, hear, smell, feel, watch, notice, observe, catch, keep.

Contoh :

1. I saw the flame rising and heard people shouting.

2. I felt the house shaking.

5. Bila seseorang melakukan kegiatan yang langsung diikuti kegiatan yang lain dengan subject yang sama, kegiatan yang pertama dinyatakan dalam Present Participle.

Contoh:

1. He opened the drawer and took out a revolver = Opening the drawer he took out a revolver.

2. I take off my shoes and creep cautiously along the passage = Taking off my shoes, I creep  cautiously along the passage.

6. Bila kegiatan yang kedua merupakan bagian dari kegiatan yang pertama atau sebagai akibatnya, maka kegiatan yang kedua dinyatakan dalam Present Participle.

Contoh:

1. She went out, slamming the door.

2. He fired, wounding one of the robbers.

7. Untuk menggantikan kata: since (karena), as ( karena ), because ( sebab ).

Contoh:

1. Knowing that he wouldn’t be able to buy food on his journey he took large supplies with him. = As he knew that he wouldn’t be able to buy food on his journey he took large supplies with him.

2. Being old, he has to be careful = Because he is old, he has to be careful.

Contoh:

1. Having finished his work, he went home.

2. Having opened the drawer he took out a revolver. 

PERBEDAAN ANTARA GERUND DENGAN PRESENT  PARTICIPLE / ACTIVE PARTICIPLE :


Baik Gerund maupun Present Participle dibentuk dengan cara menambahkan – ing pada infinitive. Namun Gerund berfungsi sebagai kata benda ( Noun ) sedangkan Present Participle / Active Participle berfungsi sebagai kata sifat ( Adjective ).


Dengan kata lain Present Participle dapat diartikan : yang sedang me …. atau ber…., sedangkan Gerund tidak dapat diartikan demikian.

Contoh Present Participle :

1. the growing crops = the crops which are growing.

2. the boiling water = the water which is boiling.

Contoh Gerund:


1. a swimming pool
= a pool for swimming


2. a waiting room
= a room for waiting

B. PAST PARTICIPLE


Bentuk Past Participle ( atau disingkat PP ) adalah Verb III.

Past Participle digunakan :

1. Untuk membentuk perfect dan passive.

Contoh:

1. He has painted the room.

2. She has seen him before.

3. It was stolen.

2. Sebagai Kata Sifat

Contoh:


1. Stolen money
= Money which is stolen

2. A written report
= a report which is written


3. A broken glass
= a glass which is broken

3. Untuk menggantikan Subject

Contoh:

1. She enters. She is accompanied by her mother = she enters accompanied by her mother.

2. The bridge had been weaken by successive storms…. = Weakened by successive storms…. = Having been weakened by successive storms….

ACTIVE PARTICIPLES


An active participle – also called Present Participle – is a verbal that does the work of an adjective. The form of the active participle is the first form a verb + ing, the same as the form of the gerund.


The active participle can be used as:



a). noun modifier



b). clause modifier

USAGE :

1. An active participle can be used to modify a noun. It is placed before the noun that it modifies. Look at the sentences in the above frame. In sentence 1, the active participle ’crying’ modifies the noun ‘child’.

2. As a noun modifier, an active participle usually indicates that the activity is in progress. Look at sentence 1 and 2.

A crying child is a child who is / was crying.

That singing bird is that bird which is/was singing.

3. An active participle used as a noun modifier receives the same stress as the noun it modifies. (Compare: Gerunds as Noun Modifiers.)

USAGE :

1. An active participle can have an object or a modifier. An active participle and its object or modifier is called an active participle phrases.

2. A participle phrases can also be used to modify a noun. It comes after the nouns it modifies. Look at sentences 1,2 and 3. The participle phrases modify ‘the boy’, ‘the bird’, and ‘the officer’, respectively.

3. The participle phrase can be changed into a clause that has the form: who/which/that + be+ ing or who/which/that + verb. Look at sentence 1 in the frame.

‘riding that buffalo’ can be changed into ‘who is/was riding that buffalo’ or ‘who rode that buffalo’.

USAGE :

1. An active participle or participle phrase is also used as a verb modifier. It modifies the whole clause that comes after it.

2. The active participle has the following meanings:

a). It indicates that the action takes place at the same time as the action expressed in the predicate. Look at sentences 1 and 2 in the frame.

Sentence I


Means ‘While he was shouting, he kicked the door’.

Sentence 2


Means ‘When I walk to school, I often see him’.

b). It denotes cause or reason. Look at sentences 3 in the frame.

The sentence means ‘Because he is old, he has to wear glasses’.

3. An active participle as clause modifier can also be used in the perfect from. The perfect participle has the from of having + 3rd from of a verb. The perfect participle indicates that the action took place before the action in the predicate.

Look at sentence 4 in the frame. The participle phrase includes the perfect participle ‘having seen’. It means ‘as I have seen’.
